®Australian art is a terra incognita for many Europeans. Preoccupied with
ourselves and our relation to big brother across the Atlantic Ocean, Australia is
completely outside our field of vision. So, it was out of curiosity that I dipped
into a special edition of Arz Link, an Australian art magazine. An issue
completely dedicated to art and technology which has been published in
collaboration with the AUSTRALIAN NETWORK FOR ART & TECHNOLOGY.

What is striking is the advanced state of mutual co-operation between
government, industry and artists in researching the artistic application of new
technologies and their presentation. ANAT is the co-ordinating linchpin, an
institution which operates on a national level providing support, service and
information.

The magazine focuses on a broad spectrum of new technologies such as
Australian computer art, electronic music, holography, computerized knitting
machines, laser art and video art in a mixture of speculation, documentation
and interviews. The 28 pages reserved for video were sponsored by the
industry. Much space is reserved for artists’ experiences, in words and pictures,
with Sony Video 8 and Paintbox. A clear illustration of the apparently
inevitably ambivalent position of contemporary artists in terms of the industry.
That there is no critical stand by artists (who, according to DA RIMINI, are
talented lateral thinkers and problem solvers) towards rapid technological
innovation is hardly surprising in this context.

However, there are useful and extensive lists with addresses and practical
information about everyone involved in art and technology in Australia in
particular. (JRr)

Beste LIDEWIJDE DE SMET y DIETER DANIELS,

Het schijnt — hoorde ik van een goed geinformeerd toneelcriticus —
dat de directies van Parijse toneelgezelschappen zich zelf bij het aflo-
pen van een succesvolle speelperiode troosten door te zeggen ...en nu
nog de provincie, Spanje en Marokko.

LIDEWIJDE en DIETER, toen jullie je stukken schreven over het
AVE Festival (MM 2-2) en over de Biennale de Video in Barcelona
(MM 2-1) dachten jullie misschien alleen maar aan het succes van jul-
lie eigen presentatie, zonder de moeite te nemen de werkelijke video-
situatie in Spanje te analyseren.

Beste LIDEWIJDE en DIETER het is beschamend dat jullie onze si-
tuatie zo weinig interesseert: wie weet, misschien voelen jullie je wel
als MARGIT ROWELL of BERND SCHUSTER, en moeten jullie er een
kaart of woordenboek op na slaan om uit te vinden waar we verdom-
me ergens zitten. Of denken jullie nog steeds dat ... vissen met grof-
mazige netten (zoals jij zo mooi zegt LIDEWIJDE) voldoende is?
Denkt WILLEM VELTHOVEN er eigenlijk net zo over, of blijft alles
een spel met verkenners en vlaggen?

We staan jullie te allen tijde ter beschikking met informatie en do-
cumentatie.

Dear LIDEWIJDE DE SMET y DIETER DANIELS,

o]t seems to be — as I heard from a theatre critic with great knowledge
— that the responsibles of the companies when they finish a succesful

theatre period in Paris and after having exhausted all recources, they

console themselves just saying: ...et encore, les provinces, ’Espagne et

le Maroc.

LIDEWIJDE and DIETER, when you wrote your articles about the
AVE festival (MM 2-2) and about the Biennal de Video at Barcelona
(MM 2-1), perhaps you only were thinking about the succes of your
season, without attempting seriously to analyse the real scene in
Spain.

Dear LIDEWIJDE and DIETER it is really a shame that you don’t
care very much about our situation; who knows, perhaps you are
feeling like MARGIT ROWELL or BERND SCHUSTER, and have to
look up in a map and dictionary to find out where the hell we are. Or,
are you still thinking ...fishing with coarsely-woven nets (as you say,
LIDEWIJDE) might be enough? Does WILLEM VELTHOVEN have
the same opinion or everything remains like a game of scouts and
flags?

We are at your disposition for any information and documentation.

Beste Antoni Mercader,

U hebt gelijk als U protesteert tegen het dédain waarmee LIDEWIJDE DE SMET
over de Spaanse video-infrastructuur schrijft, terwijl die helemaal niet slechter
is dan bijvoorbeeld de

Nederlandse. De mate waarin de AVE-scouts zich hebben laten leiden door of-
ficiele (Madrileense) voorkeuren, had trouwens eerder financieél-organisatori-
sche redenen.

Voor wat betreft DIETER DANIELS’ benadering van de Spaanse videoproduc-
tie, en zijn bezwaren tegen banale toepassing van nationale symboliek, daar
vertrouw ik op het beoordelings-vermogen van de auteur. Termen als scouts
en vissen met grof geweven netten, zou U op kunnen vatten als bescheiden uit-
drukking van ontzag en respect voor de het brede scala van de Spaanse video-
productie. Als U Uw (misschien toch wat provinciale?) lichtgeraaktheid iets
langer had kunnen onderdrukken, en DE SMET’s artikel nauwkeuriger had ge-
lezen zou het U trouwens opgevallen zijn dat de zelfde termen ook met betrek-
king tot de Duitse selectie werden gebruikt.

Verder zou ik er, ter verdediging en geruststelling, de aandacht op willen
vestigen dat wij pas in dit nummer voor het éérst iets over Parijs drukken! (wv)

Dear Antoni Mercader,

you are right to protest against the contempt with which LIDEWIJDE DE SMET
describes the Spanish video infrastructure that in fact is no worse than, for
instance, the Dutch. Actually, the extent to which the AVE scouts allowed
themselves to be influeced by official (Madrid) preferences had more of a
financial and organisational basis.

Concerning DIETER DANIELS’ approach to Spanish video production and
his objections to the banal application of national symbolism, I feel I can rely
on the author’s powers of judgement. You can interpret terms such as scouts
and fishing with coarsly-woven nets as the modest expression of awe and
respect for the wide range of Spanish video production. If you had succeeded
in suppressing your (maybe slightly provincial after all) irritableness a little
longer, and read DE SMET’s article more carefully, then you would have
noticed that exactly the same terms were applied to the German selection.

In addition, by the way of defence and reassurance, I would like to draw
your attention to the fact that in this issue we are printing something about
Paris (or France for that matter) for the very first time. (WV)
