ibm to leave?

IBM has dealt SL a huge 
blow by creating its own 
virtual world for internal 
use amid security fears.
The IT giant had been one 
of SL’s biggest and most 
enthusiastic supporters. 
But while bosses have 
insisted they will maintain 
their widespread virtual 
property, currently span-
ning 35 sims, they will 
no longer use SL to host 
meetings, sparking fears 
of a total pull out.  
Meetings will instead be 
held in their new ‘Meta-
verse’ world, open only 
to IBM employees. Alt-
hough ‘Metaverse’ is not 
as complex as SL and has 
only a dozen commands 
-  avs can dress, fly and 
teleport - the focus is on 
communication rather 
than aesthetics.

POSITIVE
Michael Ackerbacker, an 
innovation manager at 
IBM, remained positive 
about SL but explained 
why a change was nee-
ded: “We did learn a lot 
in SL, but wanted to do 
a world here internally 
where we could talk about 
IBM things securely.”
IBM’s Chief information 
officer Mark Hennes-
sey said: “If you want to 
make the most of these 
meetings they have to be 
confidential.”

function is unfair, say store owners - but shoppers love it

IN-WORLD shop owners have 
slammed SL’s new search func-
tion as unfair and over-compli-
cated - but it has become popular 
with shoppers.
The system was introduced in  
November and is still currently an 
optional part of the SL viewer for 
residents. But business owners have 
denied that the function has been 
improved in its latest version, and 
some claim sales have gone down 
drastically as a direct result. That has 
happened, they say, because of the 
inability of new search to show clas-
sified ads properly, preventing cus-
tomers from teleporting directly in.

keywords
It is also difficult to keep a listing on 
the first five pages of search, accord-
ing to in-world store owner Dany 
Rhode, who said: “The new search 

not only considers the classified fee, 
but also other factors like name and 
description of the parcel or object, 
which act as keywords to facilitate, 
supposedly, the sale of the prod-
ucts.”

In order to boost their sales, some 
entrepreneurs flood search with the 
name and description of a parcel 
and rez numerous bogus and empty 
prims set for sale.

thumbs up
Keywords are also spammed with 

the object’s details. Merchants who 
rely on vending systems such as 
JEVN are suffering, since keywords 
from products sold in them are un-
detectable by the new function.
But shoppers have given a thumbs 
up to the system, which uses tech-
nology adapted from internet search 
engine giant Google. Vheronica 
Shepherd said: “It is faster in terms 
of showing the results and is more 
functional since shoppers can see 
the price of the merchandise being 
sold prior to teleporting.”
She added that the interface was 
much more user-friendly than the 
previous version.
